Declarations of Interest.

Councillor Douglas advised that she was no longer employed by the Development Trust at the Heritage Centre.

Minutes of the last meeting.


The minutes of the last meeting had previously been distributed and were approved.

St Coombes farm – Glamping.

After discussion it was agreed that the Clerk should respond to the letter from Michael 


Evans of Savills expressing the Council’s appreciation of the valuable contribution the 


Crossman family has made to the island over many years but also detailing the Councils 


concerns over the proposed construction of a small Glamping Site at St Coombes Farm. The 


letter to be approved by Councillors before being sent by the deadline of April 14th.

Natural England Dog Restrictions.

The Council shared the concerns of many residents over the proposed dog restrictions and 


the Clerk is to write to Natural England expressing these and asking for more information on


the data on which the decision to hold a trial is based and in particular why the grazing land 
running from the end of the Castle grounds at Castle Point to the start of the Reserve near 


Emanuel Head is included. A copy of the correspondence to be sent to Belford and Kyloe 


Parish Councils.

Motor Homes. Overnight Parking.

The Chair read out a letter from Paul Jones of NCC confirming that overnight parking of 


Motor Homes will not be permitted in the Island Car parks.

Car parking at Beal Shore.

The Council felt that proposed plans for double yellow lines at Beal Shore totally failed to 


address the problem. Chair Coombes will raise this with Richard McKenzie of NCC at a 


planned Zoom meeting later this month.

Grass Cutting.

No on-one has come forward to take over the grass cutting done by Brian Patterson for many years. Councillor Kyle will check with Billy Shell and if he is not able to undertake the work she will discuss it with Graham Toward, a gardener who does work for her.

Planning.

The Clerk advised that he no longer gets written updates from NCC but checks on-line show
that the applications for replacement windows and other work at Britannia House; Farne House and Kyle Villa have been approved as has the work on the Green Lane toilets. It would seem that the controversial planning application for the Island Store has been withdrawn.

Path at Popplewell. 


Councillor Douglas raised concerns about the gap between the re-surfaced road and the new 

path at Popplewell. It was agreed to wait a little longer to see if more work was going to be 


done and if not the matter to be raised with NCC.
