Minutes. 
The minutes of the meetings of May 19th and June 24th were approved.  Councillor Gray proposing. Councillor Johnson seconding.
871
Toilets.

The Clerk advised that Bob Hodgson of NCC had advised this week that he expected a


Contract to be agreed soon with a new contractor. The current condition of the car park

and the restricted space available for coach parking was discussed and the Clerk is to ask NCC to tidy the area in general and to move the barrier fencing off the toilets to be moved back as much as possible. Councillor Gray will look at whether he can do this himself.

Shuttle Bus.

Since the Land Train controversy, it seems that the regular Shuttle Bus has not been running 

consistently if at all. The Clerk is to contact the Traffic Commissioners North East to ask what is the position with the current licence and what is the position in 2022.

Traffic.

The Council agreed that the three priorities to be submitted to NCC Highways for 2022 -23 are:

Priority System at the Bridge.


20 MPH Speed Limit within the village.


Residents Car Parking Scheme throughout the whole village.

All these have been requested previously.


The problem of the junction at the A1 was discussed and Councillor Anderson will advice the 


Clerk on ways she has seen used in Holland and Germany which could be applicable here for 

him to submit to National Highways.
Traffic continued.

The Council is to work towards the creation of a cycle / pedestrian path alongside the Causeway from the Bridge to Chare Ends. Councillor Anderson to look into this. Although not in our Parish the existing cycle path from the Barn at Beal to Beal Shore is apparently not fit for purpose.
The foot path from the Car Park to Chare Ends has narrowed considerably and is now dangerous. The Clerk is to photograph it and ask NCC Highways to cut it back to its original width.


Beal Shore. Although not within our Parish the Clerk should contact Richard McKenzie at

Climate change.

Following the request by NCC for Parishes to state their position on Declaring a Climate 

Emergency the Councillors unanimously agreed to do so. Proposed by Councillor Johnson
and seconded by Councillor Anderson. However the Council felt that this was insufficient 

and that NCC should be approached to find out what concrete help they can give to help

HIPC make a meaningful contribution. Chairman Coombes to write to NCC. Initial suggestion included a Community Composting facility and re-cycling bins for visitor use instead of all litter collections by NCC going to landfill.

The Clerk mentioned that significant erosion was occurring along the coastline from the northern end of Castle Point up to and including Emanuel Head. He is to write to Defra and Natural England about the problem.

Short Term Lets.

Mary Gunn had raised with the Council the question of short term lets with the problems 

they caused to the housing situation on the Island. This is becoming a national problem and 


it is possible that the Government will look at changing the taxation system which at present


is favourable to them. But it was agreed that the Clerk and Chair will contact other North 


Northumberland Parish Councils in order to make a combined approach to NCC. A letter has


already been sent on behalf of the councils, supported by HIPC, to the Chancellor about 


this problem.

Lindisfarne Festival – Traffic problems.
Following the problems on the Beal road and A1 junction on the Sunday caused by the Festival goers leaving at the same time as large numbers of visitors because of the tide times, it was agreed that the Clerk should raise this in a constructive manner with the Festival Organisers suggesting that in future departure times should be staggered or stopped for an hour if they coincide with the last hour of safe crossing times. Clarification should also be sought on plans for the size of the Festival in future as it is now substantially larger that it was indicated it would be in discussions with the Council before the first Festival was held.
