Minutes.

The minutes of the last meeting previously circulated were approved. Proposed by 


Councillor Johnson and seconded by Councillor Anderson.

934
Neighbourhood Plan.

The Chair and Clerk recommended that in view of the complexity it would be sensible for
them to invite Chris Anderson of NCC to an informal meeting with Councillors where he could explain what was involved and answer any questions. The Clerk to get some alternative dates.

935        Planning Applications for Holiday Lets. Council Policy.

The Clerk had circulated a draft policy to help establish the Councils position regarding 


The increasing number of Applications for Holiday Let accommodation.
After discussion 

During which Councillor Anderson while supporting the general principle of the need to 


control the problem expressed concern that the policy should allow for some flexibility as 


finding the right balance is difficult and the full effects of the proposed policy could not be

known. The Council agreed and the wording was amended so that while the policy would be 


the default position each application would be considered separately and the policy would


be reviewed regularly. The Policy which will be circulated to local estate agents was then 

adopted unanimously. Proposed by Councillor Johnson and seconded by Councillor Anderson.

Planning Aplications.

It was agreed that no objection would be made to the application from the Lifeboat House


for new doors, windows, guttering and facia. But that a formal objection would be made to

the applications from Seaburn House, Bamburgh View and Athol Blose for use as Holiday Lets.

937
Holiday Lets. Financial Contribution.

Councillors Johnson and Anderson had discussed asking owners of Holiday Lets which 


are registered as businesses and therefore pay business rates, not Council Tax or Parish 


Precepts, to consider making a voluntary contribution to the Parish Council to help to

pay for the services from which they and their guests benefit. Councillor Johnson has 


drafted a letter. It was unanimously agreed, proposed by the Chair and seconded by 


Councillor Johnson. The clerk is to edit the letter and the councillors to discuss the amount 


to be requested.

20MPH speed limit and Bridge Priority.

Despite being agreed by NCC these measures have still not been implemented. The Chair to

take up again with Richard McKenzie at NCC.

Cycle track and pedestrian path alongside the Causeway.
Councillor Anderson reported that according to the NCC Archives there is no record of
the strip of land alongside the causeway which it had been hoped would help in creating a path having been allocated when the causeway was built. The Clerk to write to NCC / Natural England expressing the council’s concerns about the dangers to cyclists and walkers having to share the road with traffic and that there is a clear need for a separate path – particularly as parts of the Pilgrims Way due to the ingress of sea grass / salt marsh are almost impassable.

War Memorial.

The work on the War Memorial is scheduled to start and be completed the week beginning

October 31st. The contractors have asked for the path around the Memorial to be closed 


while work is going on. Dick Patterson has agreed that this can be done.

Yellow lines at Beal Shore.

In the wrong place. Councillor Coombes to take up again with NCC via Kyloe Parish Council Chair.

Parking on the grass in the Market Place and on Sandham Lane on the way to the farm.
There have been reports in recent weeks of cars parking on the grass in the Market Place

One by a visitor staying at Bamburgh View, the others by staff at the Manor House Hotel.

The visitor moved their car when requested to do so. Councillor Johnson spoke to the Manor 

Management and their staff have been told that they must not park there. The wooden

posts which were a deterrent before having steadily been reduced in number or uprooted.

The Clerk is to check with NCC about why they have not been re-installed and whether they 

can be. The problem of cars parking on the grass verge leading to the farm was also 

discussed and it was unanimously agreed that small ‘No Parking’ signs should be fixed to

the wall and stones painted white laid as an extra deterrent. Proposed by Councillor 
Anderson and seconded by Councillor Graham.

Health & Safety. Risk Assessment.

The Clerk distributed copies if the Risk Assessment drawn up in 2018. Our Auditor had 

advised that this should be reviewed by Councillors, amended if necessary and re-adopted


by vote. That process will be on the agenda for the December meeting.

Lindisfarne HPMA

Councillor Johnson and the Clerk confirmed that the Defra Consultation period had ended 

and as well as completing the survey the Council, working with the Development Trust, 


St. Maty’s Church and Holy Island 2050 had made a specific detailed submission to Defra


and Councillor Johnson and the Clerk will be having a meeting with Paul Douglas and Richard


Ward as well as Sarah Hills to discuss our next moves which will include lobbying Ministers 


and senior figures at Defra and Natural England and circulating a letter to Ministers to all


residents, second home owners and businesses on the island inviting them to send it under


their names.

Holy Island 2050


Councillor Johnson and the Clerk reported that because of the deadline with the Defra 


Consultation that had taken priority. There is a 2050 Meeting on Monday October 17th

and the Clerk will report to the Councillors after that.

Any other business.


The Clerk reported that he had not received the latest bank statement but that the 


estimated ban balance was £15160. The final grass cutting for the year would
need to be paid for as would the repairs to the War Memorial which would lead us with greatly reduced funds if the insurance money was not received before payment for the work fell due.

Councillor Johnson reported on behalf of Councillor Gray that the Crossgate toilets would close soon and would not re-open in their current state. It is probable that they will be demolished and new ones built. Dates unknown at this stage
Councillor Graham reported that OpenReach were in progress making it possible for all residences and businesses on the island to have Fibre Optic connections. He also reported on the proposed filming of an episode of Vera.
